Page Layout
The margins should be set to 25 mm all around (top, bottom, left, and right) on A4 paper.  Text should be ragged-right.  Use two spaces between sentences to improve readability.
Title

Citing
Cite references within the manuscript body using parentheses that enclose last name of the author and year of the publication, for example "(Smith 1983b) described" or "was documented in (Jones et al. 1985)."  A trailing lower case letter distinguishes multiple papers by the same author.
Hyperlinks can be spelt out in full (e.g. https://www.website.com.au) or shortened to be easier to read and less disruptive to the manuscrupt (e.g. according to Jones Website).

Reference List
Each entry in the list should use the style “Reference”.  The list is organised alphabetically by the author's name.  Multiple entries with the same author are arranged chronologically.  Italicise the name of a book or journal.  Note the following examples:
